DON’T DUMP – DROP OFF! 
  Sites throughout the city where residents can drop off waste and unwanted material

1. 	 For use by residents with cars, trailers and LDVs.
•	 Maximum of three loads per vehicle per day (including garden 

service companies)

2. 	 Carrying capacity of vehicles and/or trailers may 
not exceed 1,5 ton.

3.	 Any waste brought to the drop-off facility must 
be sorted.

4. 	 Clean garden waste 
•	 Grass and cuttings
•	 Branches should be a maximum of 1,2 m long and 300 mm 

in diameter.
•	 No stumps with roots
•	 No grass sods
•	 Bagged garden refuse must be emptied out as directed
•	 Contaminated garden greens not accepted. Must not contain 

paper, plastic, wood, glass, metal, ceramics, ceiling board or 
hazardous waste.

5. 	 Clean Builder’s rubble
•	 Clean builder’s rubble: broken bricks, sand, stone, cement, 

plaster and similar materials. Must NOT contain paper, 
plastics, wood, glass, metal, tiles, ceramics, ceiling board and 
hazardous waste

6. 	 Garage waste
•	 Must be separated and contained                                                                                          

7.     	 Recycling
•	 Paper, cardboard, cans, metal, plastic, milk and juice cartons, 

glass bottles, polystyrene
•	 Maximum number of loads: no limit. Private recyclers with 

mixed unsorted recyclables are not allowed.
•	  All recycling must be dropped off at the designated area.

8. 	 Other materials allowed
•	 E-waste: must be dropped off at the designated recycling area
•	 Motor oil

9. 	 Not allowed
•	 Organic kitchen waste
•	 Hazardous waste
•	 Rubber waste (Tyres)

10.	 HHW FACILITIES ARE TEMPORARILY CLOSED
•	 The HHW drop-off facilities at Athlone Refuse Transfer Station 

(Bunga Avenue, Athlone) and Bellville Refuse Transfer Station 
(Sacks Circle, Bellville) are temporarily closed. Both facilities 
will be opening in March 2022. Make sure that you store your 
HHW in a safe place until the facilities reopen - do not resort to 
illegal dumping. Thank you for your co-operation.

•	 Types of HHW: CFLs,cleaning solutions, asbestos only 
accepted at these sites.

11. 	 IMPORTANT TO NOTE
•	 Temporary Condition for Prince George Drive: Only 1load per 

client accepted until the mini MRF becomes operational
•	 Skip operators may use landfill sites to dispose of General 

Waste and Builders Rubble
•	 Tyre’s not accepted at sites
•	 Site do not accept Liquid waste in any form.
•	 Welgelegen Drop-off facility has closed for maintenance and 

will reopen after 14 March 2022. In the meantime, please use 
Tygerdal Drop-off or Killarney Drop-off.

•	 E-waste does not include batteries at drop-off sites due to the 
hazardous nature and licensing conditions of the site does not 
allow for this activity.

•	 Bellville Landfill Facility is officially closed – Since 01 Jan 2022
•	 Garden service companies may NOT use Atlantis, De Grendel, 

Kensington and Welgelegen drop-off facilities.

•	 No bulky waste accepted at Welgelegen, De Grendel, Atlantis 
and Kensington drop-off sites.

•	 Sea Point drop-off facility is exclusively for recycling activities.
•	 Access to any drop-off facility is dependent on available 

resources.
•	 Larger volumes of waste (garage, garden refuse, builder’s 

rubble and domestic waste) can be disposed of at a Council 
disposal facility at the approved tariffs.

•	 Acceptable waste types must only be dropped off within 
the facility at the designated areas or as directed by site 
management.

•	 Unsorted/non-separated and contaminated waste loads will 
be denied access to the facility and diverted to the nearest 
landfill site.

•	 Maximum of three loads per vehicle per day (dependent on 
available capacity)

•	 No waste exchange to take place outside drop-off facilities.

12.	 Drop-off facilities are closed on:
•	  Good Friday
•	  Christmas Day
•	  New Year’s  Day
•	  Details for on 24 and 31 December will be published in the 

media.
