The Airport Industria is an Industrial node 
situated at the Cape Town International Airport. 
It is synonymously known as Matroosfontein and 
Boquinar Industrial areas. Airport Industria is one 
of five Metro-South East Corridor (MSEC) industrial 
areas in the metropolitan area of the City of Cape 
Town, while the others are Epping Industria, 
Athlone Industria and the Philippi North Industrial 
area. It is situated in the heart of the N2 highway 
and is approximately 10 km from the N1 highway.  

Airport Industria is mapped across 313 land 
parcels of which 83% or 260 of these land parcels 
are occupied by economic activity and the 
remaining 13% or 53 of these land parcels 
are not.

The 260 land parcels that are economically active 
in the Sacks Circle Industria hosts 353 businesses. 
Of the 353 businesses, 309 businesses’ economic 
activity could be identified while 44 businesses’ 
economic activity could not.
