Industrial area boundaries are subject to change over time so caution must be exercised in interpreting 
increases or decreases in the number of businesses per sector over the period.

Atlantis Industria is an industrial node located approximately 40 km 
north of the central Cape Town business district. This industrial area 
is in the process of acquiring Special Economic Zone (SEZ) status 
and should this status be granted, business and trade laws within its 
boundaries may differ from the rest of the country with the aim of 
increasing trade, investment, job creation and effective administration 
in this area.

The specific focus of the Atlantis SEZ will be the attraction of job-
creating investment in green technology and renewable energy 
manufacturing. The City of Cape Town currently offers investment 
incentives in Atlantis ranging from expedited City-owned land disposal, 
bio-diversity offsets and development application fast tracking to 
development charge reductions and application fee waivers. Investors 
in Atlantis are further assisted by a dedicated Investment Facilitation 
Office. These measures will complement the suite of incentives that 
could be offered in an SEZ and are intended to further strengthen the 
business case for green tech companies basing themselves in Atlantis.

Atlantis Industria is geographically spread across 188 land parcels. 
There are 14 major divisions of economic activity that are spread across 
the geography of Atlantis Industria, with the Manufacturing sector 
occupying 88 land parcels, amounting to 40% of the total land parcels.

Seventy-two (72%) of the land parcels host approximately 160 
businesses, while the remaining 28% of land parcels is occupied 
by buildings that do not host businesses – indicating room for 
extensive growth in Atlantis Industria.
