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You can search for your property using one of the following ways: 

1. erf (plot) number 

2. farm 

3. sectional title 

4. physical address 

5. property reference 

1. Search using your erf (plot) number 

 This is the unique number of the erf as it appears on the Surveyor General’s diagram. It is the legal 

description of your property. 

 You will find it on the reverse side of your rates account, in the line containing the address, and on your 

valuation notice. 

 Type the number, without the suburb name. 

 A list of properties with the same erf number will appear. You will need to search through these until you

2. Search using your farm number 

 This is only applicable if you have a farm. 

 You will need to enter your Farm Number and Portion Number

 The farm number consists of FARM NUMBER and a PORTION NUMBER – both numbers are required for this 

search

4. Search using physical address 

 You will need your situation address to enable this search 

 Note: the correct spelling of your street name exactly as it appears on the City’s database is essential to 

enable this search. 

 Refer to Section 3 of your Valuation Notice for the correct spelling of your address. 

 The property number, street/road name may be included in this search 

 If you are unsure of the spelling of your street / road name, you can perform a partial search by using a 

portion of the street / road name, preceded and followed by the percentage sign (%). This will display 

all the roads and streets, which contain the letters in your search screen.
